August forced a complete shut-
down of production through
September across the automo-
tive major’s global operations
and it is yet to fully resume its
pre-hackschedule.

“The estimate is sensitive to
key assumptions, including the
date JLRis able to fully restore
productionandthe profile of the
recovery, CMC notes.

“At $2.55 billion of financial
loss, this incident appears to be
the most economically damag-
ing cyber event to hit the UK,
with the vast majority of the
financialimpactbeing duetothe
loss of manufacturing outputat
JLRand its suppliers,’it said.

The incident hit JLR’s inter-
nal IT environment, leading to
an IT shutdown and a halt in
manufacturing  operations
across UK plants at Solihull,
Halewood,and Wolverhampton.

Production lineswere halted
forseveralweeks,dealer systems
wereintermittentlyunavailable,
and suppliers faced cancelled or
delayed orders,with uncertainty
about future ordervolumes.

JLRon October 7 announced
a “phased restart of its opera-
tions and the agreement of a
new financing solution to sup-
port the cashflow of qualifying
JLR suppliers”.

“Oursuppliers are central to
our success, and today we are
launching a new financing
arrangement thatwill enableus
to pay our suppliers early,” JLR
CEO Adrian Mardell said. —PTI

THE RECENT CYBER-HACK of
Tata Motors-owned Jaguar Land
Rover (JLR) was on Wednesday
designated as the most damag-
ing cyber event to hit the UK,
causing a financial hit of £1.9
billion ($2.55 billion) to the
economy and impacting over
5,000 businesses.

The cybermonitoring centre
(CMC), an independent non-
profit that evaluates cyber
events in the UK, categorised
JLR’s“malicious cyberincident”
as a category 3 systemic event
onits five-point scale.

The luxury carmaker, which
has not directly commented on
the CMC data, has said that it is
bringing its stalled operations
backonlineinaphased manner.

“The CMC model estimates
the event caused a UK financial
impact of $2.55 billion and
affected over 5,000 UK organi-
sations,’the centre said.

“The modelled range of loss
is $2.55 billion to $2.80 billion,
but this could be higher if oper-
ational technologyhasbeen sig-
nificantlyimpacted or there are
unexpected delays in bringing
production back to pre-event
levels.This estimate reflects the
substantial disruption to JLR’s
manufacturing, toits multi-tier
manufacturing supply chain,
and to downstream organisa-
tions including dealerships,” it
stated.

Two-wheeler makers
unlikely to get more
time for ABS rollout

New Delhi, October 22

TWO-WHEELER MANUFAC-
TURERS are unlikely to getany
extension for implementing
mandatory anti-lock braking
systems (ABS) on bikes with
engine capacity below 125cc.
The ministry of road transport
and highways (MoRTH) has
indicated that the January 1,
2026 deadline will remain
unchanged, despite repeated
requests from the industry for
adeferment.

At a recent meeting with
leading manufacturers,officials
from the ministry reiterated
that safety regulations could
not be relaxed. They said the
cost impact of adding ABS was
manageable and that compa-
nies should plan product pric-
ingaccordingly.

According to people aware
of the discussions, original
equipment manufacturers

(OEMs) have warned that
installing ABS could raise vehi-
cle prices by around ¥5,000-
X6,000.They argued that such
an increase might dampen
demand, particularly in rural
marketswhere most entry-level
motorcycles are sold. The min-
istry,however,maintained that
rider safety could not be com-
promised for cost reasons. Fur-
ther, prices have come down
with the lowering of GST rates
on two-wheelers up to 350 cc
engine capacity to 18% from
the earlier 28%.

Manufacturers such as
Hero MotoCorp and Honda
Motorcycle and Scooter India
(HMSI) have cited global prece-
dents to support their case for
flexibility. They pointed out
that in countries like Japan,
ABS is mandatory only for
motorcycles above 125cc,
while smaller models are
allowed to use combined brak-
ing systems (CBS).
